ITINERARY:

Day 1-2 (April 2-April 3) San Luis Obispo - San Francisco - Mumbai
Take bus from San Luis Obispo to San Francisco International Airport. Depart from San Francisco to
Mumbai Airport for stopover.

Day 3 (April 4) Mumbai - Delhi

Arrive in Delhi from Mumbai. Enjoy the sights of Delhi on a bus ride to Rajghat (the cremation ground of
Mahatma Gandhi, the father of the nation), and visit the Parliament Building and the President’s House.

Later, experience the art of carpet weaving, block printing and a
turbin-wearing demonstration, which plays a vital role in Rajasthani life. During the afternoon, take a
tour of the Pink City and the City Palace Museum, which contains the original collection of the
Maharajas of Jaipur — Hawa-Mahal. Return to hotel for overnight stay.

Day 6 (April 7) Jaipur - Agra
After breakfast drive to Agra, stopping to visit Fatehpur Sikri, an old deserted town of the Mughal
Dynasty. Upon arrival in Agra, check into hotel Jaypee Palace.

Day 7 (April 8) Agra

Following breakfast, enjoy a morning sightseeing tour of the massive Agra Fort, which was the seat of
Mughal rulers for decades. Visit Itmad-Ud-Dullah, a yellow marble tomb. Later, enjoy a marble
craftsmanship demonstration of inlay work into marble of precious and semi-precious gems. Return to
hotel for overnight stay.

Day 8 (April 9) Agra - Delhi

Take a very early sunrise visit to the Taj Majal, India's most fascinating masterpiece. Option: Take a Tonga
ride (horse carriage) up to the legendary Taj Mahal. Return to hotel Intercontinental the Grand for
breakfast and depart by bus to Delhi. Upon arrival in Delhi, check into hotel and enjoy an evening of
leisure or attend a pre-set business meeting.

Day 9 (April 10) Delhi

Enjoy morning sightseeing in New Delhi, where you will visit Qutub Minar, the victory tower started by
Qutub-Ud-Din in 1100aDp upon becoming Sultan of Delhi. Marvel at the amazing Baha'l Lorus Temple, a
marble symbol of peace. Enjoy an afternoon of leisure.

Day 10 (April 11) Delhi - San Francisco
Depart New Delhi for San Francisco. Arrive at San Francisco and take bus back to San Luis Obispo.
